e Actas an Interfaith Centre host for a few hours each week.

e Updating and enhancing Interfaith Centre communication channels such as Facebook
group, bulletin boards, posters, etc.

e Participating in and chairing weekly student leadership team meetings and activities.

e Attending student leadership training and other relevant professional development and
training sessions that will be offered throughout each semester.

Maintaining and organizing the various Interfaith Centre spaces and tending to their various
needs to help accommodate groups and individuals

Hosting Conversation Couches at various locations on campus and other promotional
events.

Hosting Interfaith Interface dialogues presenting various ideologies and furthering
understanding of diverse religious and cultural holidays and practices as determined by the
Interfaith Liaison

Welcoming students to the Student Food Pantry and informing them of pertinent
information regarding its use

Maintain and clean the Centre as necessary. Educating students to Interfaith Centre
practice.
