

SAIT Winter 2026, New Student Orientation Contest Rules

[bookmark: _DV_M1][bookmark: _DV_M2]The rules and regulations below govern the Board of Governors of the Southern Alberta Institute of Technology (“SAIT”)’s Winter 2026, New Student Orientation contest (“Contest”).

Subject to applicable laws, these rules and regulations (the "Rules") govern all aspects of the Contest and are binding upon all entrants. In the event of any inconsistency between the Rules and the conditions and explanations appearing in any other documents, the Rules shall take precedence. This Contest is void where prohibited by law and is subject to all federal, provincial and municipal laws and regulations. This Contest is subject to the laws of the Province of Alberta and the federal laws of Canada applicable herein and any disputes arising pursuant to the Contest will be submitted to Courts located in Calgary, Alberta. SAIT reserves the right to make changes to the Contest and these Rules including the right to substitute the prize with a prize of equal or greater value where necessary, due to changing business, operational and/or marketing considerations.

[bookmark: _DV_M18]The Contest is only open to SAIT students who are new to SAIT for the Winter 2026 semester, are part of a full-time credit program, and actively engaged while attending the SAIT Readiness Sessions on either January 2 or 5, 2026. If the session facilitator deems that the participant has been disruptive, inattentive, absent longer than 10 minutes from the session, or otherwise negatively impacting the session, the participant will be removed from the contest. Each entrant must be a legal resident of Alberta, Canada and at least 18 years of age at the time of entry into the Contest. Residents of Quebec are excluded from participating in the Contest. Any entrant under the age of 18 must have written permission from the entrant’s parent or legal guardian and by entering the Contest represents and warrants that such written permission has been granted. 

[bookmark: _DV_M19]SAIT reserves the right in its sole discretion to disqualify at any time an entrant who does not meet the Contest’s eligibility criteria, fails to comply with these Rules, attempts to enter the Contest in any manner or through any means other than as described in these Rules, or attempts to disrupt the Contest or to circumvent any of these Rules.

How to enter

[bookmark: _DV_M9]There is no fee to enter the Contest and no purchase is necessary. There is only one (1) way to enter the Contest:

Students will participate in an interactive Kahoot experience, featuring an active leaderboard that will be updated throughout the SAIT Readiness Sessions. The winner of each Kahoot game per cohort will receive a set of JBL Headphones. In the event a student disconnects from the internet or game, the session facilitator will provide instructions on how to rejoin.	

[bookmark: _DV_M10]Only one (1) entry / device per participant. Multiple entries by one person may result in disqualification from the Contest.

[bookmark: _DV_M22][bookmark: Text19]The Contest opens at 12:00 a.m. (MST) on January 2, 2026 and closes at midnight (MST) January 5, 2026. The winner will be decided through the Contest leaderboard at the conclusion of the SAIT Readiness Sessions.

Prizes

There are a total of 34 prizes to be won over the dates included in this Contest. Each prize consists of a set of JBL headphones.
[bookmark: _DV_M28]Odds of Winning
The odds of winning one of the prizes depend on the total number of students per cohort who participate in the Kahoot challenge.
Prize Redemption
The prize winners will be notified at the conclusion of the final SAIT Readiness Session, after the Kahoot winner has been revealed. Students participating in the session can pick up their prizes as directed by the session facilitator. If the prize winner is a minor (under the age of 18), a parent or legal guardian must accompany the prize winner to pick up their prize. 
The prize winner must sign their prize acknowledgement form in person, at the conclusion of the SAIT Readiness Session. Students shall be required to sign a prize acknowledgement form which can be signed in the SAIT Readiness Session after the winner has been identified.
Acceptance of Prize
Prizes must be accepted as awarded and cannot be exchanged for cash or other goods and services. The awarding and allocation of each prize is awarded to the student who finishes first in the Kahoot challenge. Prize winners may be required to verify their identity prior to receiving their prize. If the identity of a winner is disputed, another entrant will be randomly selected from the remaining eligible entries.
Prize Affidavit, Eligibility Release Form
If you are the winner of a prize, you will be required to complete and sign a Prize Acknowledgement and Release form in order to obtain your prize. If a prize winner is a minor, the minor’s parent or legal guardian must also sign the Prize Acknowledgement and Release form. 
Publicity and Use of Personal Information
By participating in the Contest, entrants consent to the use of their names, cities of residence, photographs and/or images on video tape (the "Personal Information") for publicity purposes in all media carried out by SAIT without payment or compensation or liability for use of same. SAIT is committed to collecting and using the Personal Information requested from you, such as your name, e-mail address, and telephone number, solely and exclusively for the purposes of the Contest as provided in these Rules. The Personal Information is collected under the authority of the Post-Secondary Learning Act (Alberta) and the Protection of Privacy Act (Alberta) ("POPA"). Your Personal Information is protected by POPA and can be reviewed on request.
